This makes sure your wastewater pumps 
system operates reliably, reducing your 
installation and operating costs while main-
taining surveillance and necessary alarms.

The polyurethane-filled stainless steel cable plug connection ensures 
a watertight and durable seal around the leads of the cable. Adverse 
handling and even breakage will not result in water getting to the motor. 
Simply pull out the plug when servicing the pump, without special tools 
or risk of compromising the seal, and this will save you money over time. 

•	 Stainless steel clamp 
This unique clamp assembly system ensures quick and easy disassembly 
of the pump from the motor unit, where loosening the stainless steel 
clamp requires no special tools. This means quick and easy service in the 
field, where you don’t need to clean the casing to get  
to the bolts.
